1983 Regulations were introduced
and the seat belt law came into
effect, as a three year trial (from 31
January 1983).

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The Representation of the People Act 1867, 30
& 31 Vict. c. 102 (known informally as the
Reform Act of 1867 or the Second Reform Act)
was a piece of British legislation that
enfranchised part of the urban male working
class in England and Wales for the first time.
Before the Act, only one million of the seven
million adult males in England and Wales could
vote; the Act immediately doubled that
number. Moreover, by the end of 1868 all male
heads of household were enfranchised as a
result of the end of compounding of rents.
